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INTRODUCTION

This book is intended for the beginner who encounters a kanji and
wants to look it up, knowing neither its radical, pronunciation, nor
its exact number of strokes.

Two-step visual method for locating a kanji:

Step l: Observe its extreme top or left top. There are only 4 possi-
bilities: * | # — ., Examine them in their immediate
environment: see numbers 3 to 39.

Step 2: Observe its extreme bottom or right bottom. There are 9
possibilities: «~ J | N /7 N A —

Numbers 40 to 79 show their immediate environment.

The top number followed by the bottom number is the number of the kanji.

There are two rules to be always borne in mind:

Rule a: Ignore [ and i_ . e.g. 1262  AE 21773 é 979 H#i 2755

Rule b: 9 : when a part is enclosed by Fﬁ , take the bottom or right

bottom of that part.e.g. ZJ 3848 j%ﬁ 1864

Any numbers preceded by N refer to THE MODERN READER'S JAPANESE-
ENGLISH CHARACTER DICTIONARY by Andrew N. Nelson.

The ON-readings are listed in CAPITALS: kun-readings are underlined.

The meaning of a kanji is followed by an aid to memorization which
uses traditional explanations combined with graphemic analysis for
consistency within the present Japanese kanji situation.

Graphemes are minimal parts of meaning. Some graphemes take on a
different shape (allograph) for practical writing purposes. Occasionally
a modified grapheme expresses a different idea related to its meaning.
All graphemes as well as their associations evoke specific situations
from which meanings and connotations were chosen. The situation, rather
than the meaning, is often used when one kanji is part of another.

The cross-references will help you to create groups of kanji which
are related in situation, meaning or shape. The groups of the same
situational background will reveal definite patterns of thinking. These
patterns are of prime importance in gaining some insight into the world
of kanji. Some kanji are inevitably culture-bound... the great majority
are universally human!
